We work with a variety of schools in Perth that each differ in terms of the 
ages of the children and their sporting abilities. Your day will usually be 
made up of a mixture of teaching in class plus the chance to coach 
children a sport or a number of sports during PE lessons. As the sports 
lessons won't fill up your time-table, you'll help out with other lessons, 
too, such as English and helping with reading and writing. The sports that 
you can usually coach are Football and Cricket. 

You’ll have the opportunity to coach a sport, or a number of sports, in the 
day time during school hours, to children in Primary schools. The ages 
range from 5 to 10 years-old. The children at the school are young and 
sport is part time and to a “playground” standard only. These primary 
schools are IEC (Intensive English Centers) schools and take refugee 
children from countries such as Afghanistan, Sudan and Somalia. 
However, the combination of teaching and coaching will give you great 
diversity on the project. 

The sports are generally coached by season, but if you wanted to coach 
a sport that was not in season, or if you wanted to introduce a new sport 
to the children, the school would welcome it as long as it was of benefit to 
the children. 

School lessons last for 40 minutes and the school day runs from around 
8:45 - 2:45 pm. You'll spend about 4 to 5 hours a day helping the children 
at the school. 

Different sports have different seasons and the main sports are as 
follows:  

 February - April: Swimming, Tennis, Cricket, Athletics 

 May - July: Rugby Union & League, Football (soccer) , Hockey, Netball, Australian football 

 August – October: Football, Netball. AFL 

 October - December: Athletics, Cricket, Cross Country & Football. 
 

Usually, you will be involved in a wide range or specific sporting activities, which will give you a very diverse project. 
Some of the sports are generally taught by season, but many are taught all year round. You’ll also help with sports 
lesson plans. The schools usually have excellent facilities. 

You won't be involved in sports all the time, as the school may assign you to whichever activities are needed most by 
the children at the time of your project. There is only a modest amount of sports coaching availablel in the schools,

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so you must be prepared to get involved in all aspects of school work as 
well, thus you will do a lot of classroom teaching.  

When you are working on sports, you will be working as an assistant to 
the sports teacher during school hours. 

Regarding your normal teaching lessons, as well as teaching English, 
you get involved with teaching a number of other subjects with the 
children from the IEC centre. The subjects that may be available for you 
to teach are:

 REQUIREMENTS: WORKING WITH CHILDREN'S CHECKS & POLICE CHECKS: 

As part of the law in Western Australia, it is compulsory for all volunteers who work with children to undergo 
aWorking With Children's Check (WCC). It is also compulsory for volunteers who work in schools to undergo a police 
check. These checks are done to ensure the safety of children in Western Australia. 

The checks are a simple process and we will provide you with all the details of what identity you need to take with 
you. On your arrival in Perth, our Australia manager will complete the checks with you and take you through the 
process. As soon as you have registered, you'll be allowed to start working with children. 
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Your accommodation is located in the CBD (Central Business 
District) of Perth, Western Australia. Therefore you are  very 
central, close to the main train station and shopping district. 

You'll live in a centrally located lodge that is friendly and relaxing, 
making it ideal for long term stays. You'll most likely your own 
room, but will share a bathroom with others on your floor. There is 
an excellent kitchen and storage area for cooking meals. 
Entertainment at the Lodge currently includes a pool table, cheap 
internet access, arcade machines and cable TV (Foxtel), to name a 
few, but with all the sunshine Perth has, you’ll be out and about 
enjoying the many outdoor activities!  

You are literally a stroll from the Swan River and free CBD 
transport. Trains and buses are also only a few minutes away to 
take you to Fremantle, King’s Park or to the many other places. 

The city centre boasts great shopping, restaurants and pubs or you 
can head over to Northbridge for more pubs, nightclubs and multicultural cuisine. You'll get to work via bus, which 
stops outside your accommodation.

 Rottnest Island - Just offshore from Perth, Rottnest 
Island is where the locals go to swim at white-sand 
beaches, snorkel in turquoise water over 
shipwrecks, or kick back and go fishing. Rotto, as 
it's called locally, is a car-free zone, which adds to 
its relaxed feel. 

 Margaret River - No trip to Western Australia is 
complete without a pit stop at Margaret River. 
Originally a chilled out surfie town, Margaret River 
has evolved into the ultimate smorgasbord of good

 Kalgoorlie - Get ready for a heady trip to 
Kalgoorlie, Western Australia's largest goldfields 
town famed for its fascinating gold rush history, 
fabulous old buildings and old gold miners' ghost 
towns. 

 Esperance - For squeaky-white beaches, getting off 
the beaten track and bunking down under the stars, 
head south to Esperance. This place is so relaxed 
even the kangaroos sun bake on the beach. 

 Bunbury - The cosmopolitan city of Bunbury, just 
two hours drive south of Perth, is located on a 
spectacular peninsular surrounded by blue waters 
of the Indian Ocean, Koombana Bay and the 
Leschenault Inlet.
